Bill Milligan was our “guru” for the 

meeting.  The theme was changed to

We had two speakers: 

Karen Finn gave Speech Number 3, 

with a title of “Building Authentic-
ity”.  We often wear a social mask so 

that we are perceived in a certain 

way.  Karen gave us 4 steps to help us 

build authenticity and to do away 

what that mask: 

1. Realize and accept that it’s all about you. 

2. Ask yourself if you like how you feel when you act 

like this. 

3. Ask yourself if you get truly positive results when 

you act like this or if this act is in your best inter-

est. 

4. Realize and embrace the fact that you have the 

power to change from acting to being. 

Rick Sharon gave an education module on being 

introduced as a speaker.  The introduction of you by 

the Toastmaster or Emcee is very important.  A bad 

introduction can destroy the effectiveness of your 
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presentation.  That is why Rick suggests writing your 

own introduction and giving it to the Toastmaster.  

Your speaker introduction should cover the following 

main points (and they can be in different orders): 

1. why this subject (and what is the subject)? 

2. why this audience? 
3. why this speaker? 
4. why now? 

Your speaker introduction will be like a normal 

speech - it has an intro, body, and conclusion. 

Table Topics were provided by Toni Hendrick. 

• Jackie Deaner was asked what she 

did to impress someone special.  She talked 

about how she enabled her Great Danes to 

become best pals with some neighborhood 

dogs. 

• Deb Liptak was ask what kind of a clique she 

was in when she was younger.  She was a true 

60’s type of flower child and was opposed to 

cliques. 

• John King was asked to describe a 

role he had in a group.  John talked 

about being one of the first to repre-

sent his high school in swimming.   

• Cindy Breaman was asked how does music af-

fect her.  She talked about falling in love with the 

rock group “Rush” and how that music affects her 

every time she hears it.

Purpose Controls Content 
from Writing Great Speeches (A. Perlman) 

A key question underlying all com-

munication is “what am I trying to 

accomplish by composing and deliver-

ing this particular message to this 

particular audience.”   

You want to move your audience from Point A 

(intellectually, emotionally, or behaviorally) before 

you begin to speak to Point B, when you have com-

pleted speaking.  You have a purpose for moving the 

audience from Point A to B.   

The reason we want to communicate is to get things 

done - to bring about a change in someone’s thoughts 

or actions.  Even if you are just conveying informa-

tion there’s always some purpose for wanting your 

audience to know whatever it is you are telling them. 

Purpose controls content means that your decisions 

as to what to write must be governed in part by 

whatever changes you seek to make in your listener’s 

minds, lives, or behaviors. 

Remember there should be no secrets about your pur-

pose.  Your listeners must be able to understand all 

of your intentions.  They must understand why each 

part of your speech was included and how it fits with 

the rest.  They should never be left thinking, “now 

why is he/she telling me this?”
